The Trustees present their Report and Accounts for the year ended 30 April 2009

OBJECTIVES OF THE CHARITY

Objectives:
The charity's objectives are to promote for the benefit of the public and
for the advancement of education, the conservation, enhancement and
interpretation of the natural and built features of churchyards and burial
grounds.

Activities:
To carry out projects as they arise in the furtherance of the objectives
stated
above.
To assist those with responsibility for churchyard maintenance with
advice and support.

To promote public awareness of churchyard conservation.

The Trustees have complied with the duty in section 4 of the Charities Act 2006 to
have due regard to guidance published by the Commission concerning public
benefit.

MANAGEMENT AND GOVERNANCE ARRANGEMENTS

The trustees who held office during the financial year and at the date of this report
are set out on the previous page. Trustees are appointed at the Annual General
Meeting or by co-option. The charity is governed by its constitution.

The charity has two committees:

1. The Projects Committee oversees the management of all projects and
ensures that those working for the charity are properly supported in
their work. This committee is responsible for overseeing staff
appraisals and staff development.

2 The Executive Committee is responsible for the development of new
project bids and planning fundraising to meet budgeted expenditure.
This committee manages the budget, which is approved by the full
board of trustees and monitors expenditure against budget during the
financial year. The committee takes responsibility for organising the
Annual General Meeting and the preparation of the charity's accounts.

RISK ASSESSMENT POLICY

The Trustees have assessed the major risks to which the charity is exposed, in
particular those 'related to its operations and finances, and are satisfied that
systems are in place 'to minimise exposure to those risks.

RESERVES POLICY
The Trustees believe that the Charity should hold financial reserves because :-

I It is promoted as best practice by the Charity Commission.

il. It has no endowment funding for its various projects and is dependent
upon income from donor funding, which is inevitably subject to fluctuation.

il It requires protection against and the ability to continue operating despite
any possible future damaging events.

The Trustees believe that the minimum level of balance on Unrestricted and
Undesignated Reserves should be the equivalent of at least two months' operating
costs for the Charity as a whole. This will be calculated, reviewed and approved
annually. The Reserve should be built up to the desired level in stages consistent
with the charity's overall financial position and its need to maintain and develop its
objectives. Based on the latest Financial Statements, two months' operating costs
amount to approximately £15,000.

REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES

Prof David Bellamy OBE took on the role of Patron and delivered a fundraising
lecture on behalf of Caring for God’s Acre in September 2009. This took place in a
marquee on the lawn of the Bishop’s Palace in Hereford.

Projects

The Churchyard Task Team

The churchyard Task Team (CTT) saw the end of its third year in January 2010.
Evaluation of activities and events continued with positive feedback from
participants. During the financial year match funding of £2,167.45 was secured for
the project.

Outputs included:

Activities and workshops
13 activity sessions including hay rake making, scything, children’s nature
activities, family archaeology workshops, deep ecology and records and
research.
These events were attended by more than 250 people.

1 bus tour ‘Medieval Churches and Border Warfare’ as part of National
Archaeology Week.



4 exhibitions. These were held in The Bishop’s Palace, Hereford Cathedral,
Leominster Priory and at Ludlow Green Fair.

The Churchyard Task Team:

Completed 46 Tuesday Tasks in 20 different churchyards across the Hereford
Diocese. Two were cancelled because of the snow.

Consisted of 32 volunteers who visited different churchyards, two of whom
completed over 100 task days since the start of the Churchyard Task Team
Project. They worked with 69 churchyard volunteers, a total of 101 different
volunteers over the year.

Work included repairs to dry-stone walls, building compost bins, grass cutting,
scything and raking, creating quiet wildflower corners.

Held “Graveyard training slots”, short sessions as part of the task days, on
bird identification, tree pruning, bat ecology, grass and flower identification,
ancient trees.

Received optional training on amphibians and reptiles, fungi, rustic seat making,
drystone walling, willow crafts, which were also attended by members of the public.

The Wye Valley Project

Funding from The Wye Valley Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty AONB
Sustainable Development Fund supported a project, which began in September
2008 and ran through until April 2010. The thirty-three participating churches were
involved in producing information for the colourful visitor leaflet ‘Explore churches
and churchyards within the Wye Valley Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty’, which
have been given out to all the churches and information centres to give to their
visitors.

The Sacred Spaces through the Ages Project

This Project is part financed by LEADER which is the European Agricultural Fund for
European Development 2007-2013: Europe investing in rural areas, which is
delivered through Advantage West Midlands Regional Development Agency with
Defra as the Managing Authority.

A grant of £70,000 was awarded in March 2010 to run a three-year project from 1%
April across the LEADER area in South Shropshire. This Project will seek to inspire
and engage people in the sacred spaces (natural, historical and spiritual) of the
Shropshire Hills area, which will help to develop a 'sense of place' and a deeper
connection with the area. Twelve communities have been identified to benefit from
the project and a three-day a week coordinators post is being created.

Partnership with Eco congregations

A conference ‘Growing Organically Using church as a model for environmental
change’ is planned for 18" Sept 2010 in Birmingham and CfGA have supported Eco
congregations who are now part of A Rocha UK in organizing this.



Cherishing Churchyards Week (18 " to 27™ June)
National Cherishing Churchyard week took place from Friday the 18" of June to
Sunday 27" of June and stimulated a variety of events across the country.

Advice and support within the Diocese of Hereford. Eight churchyards not
previously visited received site visits and reports on management and fundraising
during the year. Others already known to CfGA were supported through advice,

information and training.

REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES

Friends of Caring for God's Acre

The 'Friends of Caring for God's Acre continues to operate for people to make
donations in a tax efficient way and to receive the benefit of receiving a Lychgate
newsletter and notice of CfGA events and activities.

Publicity
Caring for God's Acre project work featured in local papers and a number of radio
interviews were given.

New website

A new CfGA website was created during the financial year and developed to meet
the need for advice across a wider geographical area. The website was part-funded
by The Conservation Foundation and created by the website company Perfect Arc of
Ludlow.

Information sheets which can be downloaded from the website were produced with
the help of grants from the Church and Community Fund and the Sustainable
Development Fund of the Shropshire Hills AONB. These new sheets, which cover a
variety of topics associated with churchyard conservation will also appear in the new
CfGA Action Pack, available for sale.

Two editions of the Lychgate newsletter were produced and distributed with help
from Joan Featherstone, a volunteer. Dr lan Dormor, a trustee took over the role of
lychgate editor for the Spring 2010 edition.

The demand for talks to local groups continued with 6 slide talks given.

Training and development

Training and development has continued during the financial year with various
relevant courses attended by staff and trustees. Meetings and discussions have
taken place with other organisations to develop partnerships and projects. These
have included the South Shropshire Spiritual Landscapes group, Bishop’s Castle
Heritage Resource Centre, Lydbury North Field Group.

Governance

During the year four trustees meetings took place. The charity has two separate
sub-committees - the executive committee and the projects committee. Both of
these groups met every two to three months and reported back to the main body of
trustees at their meetings. The treasurer of trustees, Keith Wilson spent one day a
week on a regular basis throughout the year assisting with the charity book keeping
and accounts.

CfGA continues to operate through effective partnerships with a wide range of
complimentary organisations including the churches, local voluntary agencies, Local
Authorities, local nature and history groups, local colleges, the wildlife trusts and the
offices for the Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty. We are grateful for their support
and participation.

Review of transactions and financial position (Trea  surer's Report)

Compared to the previous year our financial situation has slightly improved with total
cash assets of £101,818 against £100,106 on 30™ April 2009.

These figures are even more encouraging when one realises that the total cash held
by CfGA comprises £30,965 unrestricted funds (compared to £20,356 last year) and
£70,853 restricted funds.

As | said in my report for last year it is important to maximise unrestricted funds. Itis
from this money that we can pay the ongoing costs of running the charity, buy new
equipment and provide funding to develop and bid for further projects.

Money to support time-limited projects is tightly monitored by the funders and its use
approved by them. It would therefore be difficult to overspend. So, in that respect,
the soundness of CfGA’s finances is assured

Much of the money for unrestricted use has come from the generous donations of
friends and supporters of CfGA and from extra projects delivered in a voluntary
capacity. We are, as always, very grateful indeed for their support.

Our dynamic team will, 1 know, continue to find further projects through which to

achieve the aims of CfGA, but unrestricted cash funding is an essential component
to support their efforts. Please continue to support our work with your donations.

INCOMING RESOURCES

All incoming resources are recognised when the charity becomes entitled to them,
virtually certain of receipt and the amount can be measured with sufficient
reliability.

Investment income is recorded when receivable.

RESOURCES EXPENDED

Expenditure is included in the accounts on an accruals basis. Irrecoverable VAT is
charged to the Statement of Financial Activities as incurred.

FUND ACCOUNTING

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion
of the Trustees in furtherance of the general objectives of the Charity and which
have not been designated for other purposes.

Designated funds are unrestricted funds set aside at the discretion of the trustees
for specific purposes.

Restricted funds are those donated for use in a particular area or for a specific
purpose, the use of which is restricted to that area or purpose.

TANGIBLE FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Where tangible assets
gave been donated they are stated at their market value at the date of the
onation.

Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write off the cost of the fixed assets,
less their estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives on the following
basis:
