The Trustees present their Report and Accounts for the year ended 30 April 2011 
 
OBJECTIVES OF THE CHARITY  
 
Objectives:  

The charity's objectives are to promote for the benefit of the public and 
for the advancement of education, the conservation, enhancement and 
interpretation of the natural and built features of churchyards and burial 
grounds. 

Activities:  
To carry out projects as they arise in the furtherance of the objectives 
stated above. 
To assist those with responsibility for churchyard maintenance with 
advice and support. 
To promote public awareness of churchyard conservation. 
 

The Trustees have complied with the duty in section 4 of the Charities Act 2006 to 
have due regard to guidance published by the Commission concerning public 
benefit. 

MANAGEMENT AND GOVERNANCE ARRANGEMENTS  
The trustees who held office during the financial year and at the date of this report 
are set out on the previous page. Trustees are appointed at the Annual General 
Meeting or by co-option. The charity is governed by its constitution. 
 
The charity has two committees: 
 

1. The Projects Committee oversees the management of all projects and 
ensures that those working for the charity are properly supported in 
their work. This committee is responsible for overseeing staff 
appraisals and staff development. 

 
2 The Executive Committee is responsible for the development of new 

project bids and planning fundraising to meet budgeted expenditure. 
This committee manages the budget, which is approved by the full 
board of trustees and monitors expenditure against budget during the 
financial year. The committee takes responsibility for organising the 
Annual General Meeting and the preparation of the charity's accounts. 

 
RISK ASSESSMENT POLICY 
 
The Trustees have assessed the major risks to which the charity is exposed, in 
particular those 'related to its operations and finances, and are satisfied that 
systems are in place 'to minimise exposure to those risks.

RESERVES POLICY 

The Trustees believe that the Charity should hold financial reserves because :- 

 

i.        It is promoted as best practice by the Charity Commission. 

ii.        It has no endowment funding for its various projects and is dependent 
upon income from donor funding, which is inevitably subject to fluctuation. 

iii.       It requires protection against and the ability to continue operating despite 
any possible future damaging events. 

The Trustees believe that the minimum level of balance on Unrestricted and 
Undesignated Reserves should be the equivalent of at least two months' operating 
costs for the Charity as a whole. This will be calculated, reviewed and approved 
annually. The Reserve should be built up to the desired level in stages consistent 
with the charity's overall financial position and its need to maintain and develop its 
objectives. Based on the latest Financial Statements, two months' operating costs 
amount to approximately £15,000.

REVIEW OF ACTIVITIES 

The core work of the charity 2010 - 2011  
During the year the Charity’s main projects have been:  

The five -year Heritage Lottery Funded Churchyard T ask Team Project 
(2007-2011).  
The Sacred Spaces through the Ages Project (2010-20 13) 

Further core work involved: 

Co-ordinating Cherishing Churchyards Week (19th to 28th June). 

Supporting local communities within the Hereford Diocese and beyond with 
churchyard and burial ground conservation and interpretation. 

Project development and fundraising. 

Maintaining the website and other publicity and promotion. 

 

Keeping CfGA Accounts and reports and Business Plan kept up to date. 

Projects 
 
The Churchyard Task Team 
The Churchyard Task Team (CTT) funded by Heritage Lottery Fund saw the end of 
its fourth year in January 2011. Evaluation of activities and events continued with 
positive feedback from participants. During the financial year match funding of £6,183 
was secured for the project.  
 
Outputs included: 
 

·  13 activity sessions including scything, children’s nature activities, workshops 
for schools, lime mortaring, guided walks, reptile event, sculpting workshops, 
rural craft workshops and local history talks. 

     These events were attended by more than 230 people. 
 
·  1 bus tour ‘Garway Through The Ages’ which was a great success took place 

for people from Hereford who are visually impaired,  
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·  6 exhibitions. These were held at the Shropshire Churches Tourism Launch, 3 
Archdeacon visitations, churchyard open day and the Herefordshire Churches 
Tourism meeting. The exhibitions were seen by over 800 people. 

 
·  44 Tuesday Task Days in 23 different churchyards across the Hereford 

Diocese.  Two were cancelled because of the snow. 4 new churchyards were 
visited this year. 

 
·  Visits to different churchyards with 41 volunteers, four of whom have 

completed over 100 task days and 6 over 50 task days since the start of the 
Churchyard Task Team Project.  They worked with 71 churchyard volunteers, 
a total of 112 different volunteers over the year. 

 
·  Conservation work which included repairs to lime mortared and dry-stone 

walls, building compost bins, grass cutting, scything and raking, using coppice 
materials to make simple benches and hurdles to mark meadow areas, bird 
box building. 

 
·  “Graveyard training slots” were held. These are short sessions as part of the 

task days, on wildflower seed collection, tree pruning,  grass and flower 
identification, archaeology, bell ringing, bird identification and small mammal 
surveys. 

 
·  Optional training on drystone and lime mortared walling, hedgelaying, hurdle 

making and scything, which were also attended by members of churchyard 
groups and were open to the public.  
 

·  A sponsored walk, the Churchyard Challenge, visiting up to 12 churchyards in 
the Golden Valley, raising money for the charity. 

 
Cherishing Churchyards Week (19 th to 28 th June)  
National Cherishing Churchyard week took place from Friday the 19th of June to 
Sunday 28th of June and was successful in stimulating a variety of events across 
England and Wales. 
 
The Sacred Spaces through the Ages Project (SSP) 
This Project is part financed by LEADER which is the European Agricultural Fund for 
European Development 2007-2013: Europe investing in rural areas, which is 
delivered through Advantage West Midlands Regional Development Agency with 
Defra as the Managing Authority. 
 
A grant of £70,000 was awarded in March 2010 to run a three-year project from 1st 
April 2010 across the LEADER area in South Shropshire. This Project seeks to 
inspire and engage people in the sacred spaces (natural, historical and spiritual) of 
the Shropshire Hills area, to help develop a 'sense of place' and a deeper connection 
with the area. Twelve communities are identified to benefit from the project.  
 
Match funding of £10,750 is required over the life of the project and a total of £1047 
has been secured to date. 
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·  A project launch event in Church Stretton attended by people from the 12 
selected communities was held and further events included a family history 
day at Lydbury North and illustrated talks in both Craven Arms and Ludlow.  

 
·  SSP working with local groups within the 12 communities supported them with 

their own activities. This involved the ‘Three Parishes Exhibition- Lydham, 
More and Snead’ and a ‘Bishop’s Castle House History Exhibition : Up your 
Street’, where  a total of 528 hours of volunteer time was donated to the 
project. 

 
·  Practical conservation tasks carried out within the 12 communities including 

work by volunteers at St Leonard’s churchyard, Ludlow and Bromfield 
churchyard where the volunteers also received an archaeological guided tour 
of the historic churchyard. 

 
·  Lime mortaring conservation work by volunteers, resulted in the restoration of 

churchyard walls at St Lawrence’s church, Little Wenlock where 5 volunteers 
did 77 hours of work with a value of £500. 

 
·  Bird boxes were built and erected by volunteers to enhance the churchyard at 

Stanton Lacey. Here16 volunteers did a total of 96 hours of work with a value 
of £570.  

 
·  The Sacred Spaces Project Co-ordinator ran an eight week ‘Introduction to 

Archaeology’ Course, attended by 17 people, at Bishops Castle Community 
College, which will lead to a guided bus tour of archaeological sites around 
South Shropshire. 

 
Sacred Spaces Photographic Competition 
This was organised in the year 2010-11 as a joint initiative between Sacred Spaces 
Project and Churchyard Task Team and is open to amateur photographers in South 
Shropshire. 
  
Sacred Spaces Creative Writing Project 
This project was developed and funding applied for during the year. If the application 
is successful in obtaining funding then this creative writing project will deliver the 
outputs of the Sacred Spaces Project very successfully.  
 
Hereford Council Wildlife sites 
Eight churchyards were surveyed and management plans produced for special 
designated wildlife sites in Herefordshire for which CfGA was paid a fee. 
 
Friends of Caring for God's Acre  
The 'Friends of Caring for God's Acre’ continues to operate enabling people to make 
donations in a tax efficient way and to receive a Lychgate newsletter and notice of 
CfGA events and activities.  Paul Scott, a CfGA trustee, took over the management of 
the Friends and has made improvements to the way it operates. 
 
Publicity  
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Caring for God's Acre project work has been featured in local papers and a number 
of radio interviews were given.  
 
The ITV programme Countrywise visited South Shropshire to film for their spring 
programmes and CfGA was featured.  A member of staff was interviewed at Hope 
Bagot and Whitton churchyards. This resulted in increased interest from the general 
public, revealed through the number of people signing up on the website. 
 
Caring for God’s Acre was featured in a leading article in the national magazine 
Country Living. 
 
Article and photographs of CfGA in the Church of England’s ‘Countryways’ magazine. 
 
Article in The Church Times about Cherishing Churchyards Week. 
 
Two editions of the Lychgate newsletter were produced and distributed with help from 
Joan Featherstone, a volunteer.  
 
The demand for talks to local groups continued with 5 slide talks given. 
 
Conferences 
Caring for God’s Acre manager was a key speaker at a conference ‘Ruined and 
Abandoned Churches – a problem or an opportunity’, organised by the Council for 
British Archaeology and the Council for the Care of Churches. 
 
The 3 year Wrexham Sacred Spaces Project, inspired and supported by Caring for 
God’s Acre, ended in September with a celebration and speech from CfGA Manager. 
 
A member of CfGA spoke at the Church of England’s ‘Shrinking the Footprint’ Day at 
Lambeth Palace in June 2010. 
 
Training and development  
Training and development has continued during the financial year with relevant short 
courses attended by staff and trustees. Meetings and discussions have taken place 
with other organisations to develop partnerships and projects.  
 
Governance  
During the year trustees met four times. The charity has two separate sub-
committees - the executive committee and the projects committee. Both of these 
groups met every two to three months. The treasurer of CfGA, Keith Wilson, spent 
one day a week on a regular basis assisting with book keeping and accounts. 
CfGA continues to operate through effective partnerships with a wide range of 
complimentary organisations including other national charitable agencies, the 
churches, local voluntary agencies, Local Authorities, local nature and history 
groups, local colleges, the wildlife trusts and the offices for the ‘Areas of Outstanding 
Natural Beauty’. We are grateful for their support and participation. 
 
 
 
Review of transactions and financial position (Trea surer’s Report) 
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Compared with the previous year, the charity shows total net assets of £96,746 
against £101,818 as at 30 April 2010. 
 
Within the total of net assets held by CfGA £25,520 is held as unrestricted funds 
(compared with £30,965 at the previous year end) and £71,226 (2010: £70,853) held 
as restricted funds. 
 
As stated in the Treasurer’s report last year, it is important to maximise unrestricted 
funds. It is from this source that the charity can pay ongoing running costs, buy new 
equipment and provide funding to develop and bid for further projects. 
 
Money to support time-limited projects is tightly monitored by the funders and its use 
approved by them. It would, therefore, be difficult to overspend. In that respect, the 
soundness of CfGA’s finances is assured. 
 
Much of the money for unrestricted use has come from the generous donations of 
friends and supporters of CfGA and from extra projects delivered in a voluntary 
capacity. 
 
The charity’s dynamic team will continue to find further projects through which to 
achieve the aims of CfGA, but unrestricted cash funding is an essential component to 
support its efforts. Please continue to support the work of CfGA with donations.

The Financial Statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention as 
modified by the revaluation of investments and in accordance with the Statement of 
Recommended Practice, Accounting by Charities (SORP 2005). 

INCOMING RESOURCES 

All incoming resources are recognised when the charity becomes entitled to them, virtually 
certain of receipt and the amount can be measured with sufficient reliability. 

Investment income is recorded when receivable. 

RESOURCES EXPENDED 

Expenditure is included in the accounts on an accruals basis. Irrecoverable VAT is charged to 
the Statement of Financial Activities as incurred. 

FUND ACCOUNTING 

General funds are unrestricted funds which are available for use at the discretion of the 
Trustees in furtherance of the general objectives of the Charity and which have not been 
designated for other purposes. 

Designated funds are unrestricted funds set aside at the discretion of the trustees for specific 
purposes. 

Restricted funds are those donated for use in a particular area or for a specific purpose, the 
use of which is restricted to that area or purpose. 

TANGIBLE FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION  

Tangible fixed assets are stated at cost less depreciation. Where tangible assets have been 
donated they are stated at their market value at the date of the donation. 

Depreciation is provided at rates calculated to write off the cost of the fixed assets, less their 
estimated residual value, over their expected useful lives on the following basis:
